Children can choke if they swallow them whole and due to the shape and size of grapes and other small fruits such as cherry tomatoes, they can easily become lodged. Experts are recommending that grapes are cut in half lengthways or ideally into quarters to dramatically reduce the risk of choking. For more information around this issue click here
